	Ties

	
	If a tie results between two or more participants, the tie is broken by ascertaining the number of 'Xs' each participant scored and decreasing value until the tie is broken.  If at the end of this process, there is still a tie, the Chief Umpire will design a shoot similar to the tied stage and the participants will be required to shoot the stage to break the tie.

	Too Many Shots Fired

	In all events, if a participant fires more shots on a target than the match calls for, the highest valued shot or shots will be deducted from the score.

	All bullets holes are scored to the value of the target scoring zone that is hit.

	If any part of a scoring ring is touched by the bullet, the shot shall be scored to the higher value of the two scoring zones.

	When a shot is fired while the target is turning, the score of the shot will not be counted when the bullet hole left on the target is longer than 1.5 cm as it will be regarded as a late shot.

	Firing Positions

	
	The participant shall stand free, without support completely within the booth.    Revolver must be fired in double action only.  Weapon must not be raised to the aiming/firing position before the appearance of the target.  When the targets are edged, weapon must be returned to and maintained “on guard” position each time.

	Range Safety Regulations

	The existing Range Regulations will be strictly complied with.

	To ensure safety, all participants must handle all firearms with maximum care at all times.

	In the event of disagreement with a decision of a Range Officer, the matter may be taken to the Umpire.  Such appeal must be submitted in writing not later than one hour after the decision has been announced.

	The participant must not gauge his own shots or touch his target until such time as his score has been entered on the score sheet.  If the participant is observed touching his target prior to scoring, that target will be scored as a blank.
